Motion was made by Rowbotham, seconded by 
Falconer to approve the permit to extend the existing privacy fence by Thury Properties LLC at Lots 3-6, Block 14, 
WTL Cos 4th Addn—302 West Maple Street.  All in favor—Carried. 

                The Finance Office has received correspondence from WAPA, Heartland and East River all advising that 
there will be no changes in their rates for 2020 and therefore the electric rates in Arlington will remain the same in 
January 

                The Mayor and Tom Bacon will be attending the 3rd summer study involving the municipal electrics and the 
rural electrics.  This meeting will be held on November 6th in Pierre.  The Mayor handed out some information that 
will be discussed at the study meeting. 

                Marshal Mix gave a short report from ACDC.

REOLUTION OF GOVERNING BODY 

  

                At a duly called meeting of the governing body of Lessee (City of Arlington) held on the 4th day of 
November, 2019, the following resolution was introduced and adopted. 

                WHEREAS, the governing body of Lessee has determined that a true and very real need exists for the 
acquisition of the Equipment described in the Municipal Lease and Option Agreement presented at this meeting; and 

                WHEREAS the necessary funds for the leasing of the Equipment have been provided for the coming fiscal 
year and are expected to be available in the future. 

                WHEREAS, the governing body of Lessee has taken the necessary steps, including any legal bidding 
requirements, under applicable law to arrange for the acquisition of such equipment. 

                BE IT RESOLVED, by the governing body of Lessee that the terms of said Municipal Lease and Option 
Agreement for the acquisition of such Equipment are in the best interests of Lessee, and the governing body hereby 
affirms and confirms that: 

  

(a)     The Equipment is essential to the function of the Lessee and the services provided to our citizens, 
that we have an immediate need for the Equipment which is not temporary or expected to diminish in 
the foreseeable future; that we will use substantially all the Equipment for the purpose of performing 
one or more of our governmental or proprietary functions consistent with the permissible scope of our 
authority. 

(b)     The governing body of Lessee designates the following persons to execute and deliver, and to 
witness or attest, respectively, the First Bankers Corporation Municipal Lease and Option Agreement 
and any related documents necessary to the consummation of the transactions contemplated by the 
Municipal Lease and Option Agreement.

ORDINANCE #571 

  

ORDINANCE ENTITLED GOLF CART TRAFFIC REGULATIONS FOR THE CITY OF ARLINGTON, 
SOUTH DAKOTA: 

  

Golf Cart Traffic Regulations: 

  



(a)      Definition—for the purposes of this Section, the term, golf cart, means a four wheeled vehicle 
originally and specifically designed and intended to transport one or more individuals and golf clubs for the 
purpose of playing the game of golf on a golf course. 

(b)     Regulations—The City hereby permits the use of golf carts on the municipal streets and highways to 
the City subject to the following: 

(1)     The golf cart is to be insured as provided in SDCL Chapter 32.35. 

(2)     The person operating the golf cart shall hold a driver license as defined by SDCL 32-12-1. 

(3)     The person operating the golf cart shall obtain an annual permit that shall be established at the 
sum of $1 annually. 

(c)      Highway Crossing—No person may operate a golf cart on a state or county highway within the City 
except for crossing from one side of the highway to the other.  A golf cart may cross the highway at a right 
angle, but only after stopping and yielding the right-of-way to all approaching traffic, and crossing as 
closely as possible to an intersection or approach. 

(d)     Operation of a Golf Cart on a municipal street and highway in the City in violation of the regulation is 
a Class 2 Misdemeanor pursuable by a fine of not more than $500 and 30 days in jail or both. 

  

       The Alcoholic Beverage Ordinance #572 received the second reading and on Motion by Falconer, 

seconded by Steffensen, same was adopted with all voting Aye—Carried. 

  

ORDINANCE #572 

            AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ARLINGTON, SD REVISING ANY/AND ALL ORDINANCES 
PERTAINING TO ALCOHOL AND ADOPTING NEW ORDINANCE 

                Be Ordained by the City of Arlington, SD 

                Adopted. That the City of Arlington is revising and complying a comprehensive regulations of Alcohol 
and related ordinances adopted by the City of Arlington to be known as the City of Arlington Alcohol and Related 
Ordinances a copy of which shall be made available pursuant to SDCL 9-19-15. 

  

Motion was made by Rowbotham, seconded by Lundquist to approve the first reading of the 2019 
Supplemental Appropriation Budget Ordinance #573 which is currently at $487,750—a big part which was from the 
Ambulance Dept and Street Budgets.  All in favor—Carried. 

Todd Wilkinson brought a revised ordinance that deals with abandoned, junked, dismantled, or inoperative 
motor vehicles and parking restrictions to the council for discussion purposes.  The council did not take any action on 
the matter-but took it to read and see where they felt changes needed to be made to fit for Arlington before proceeding. 



Mark Deraney had contacted the finance office again regarding re-financing the city’s bonds.  The council 
advised that they were going to continue on with the program that is in place. 

Motion was made by Falconer, seconded by Lundquist to enter into executive session at 8:05 P.M. for 
possible litigation.  All in favor—Carried. 

                Motion was made by Lundquist, seconded by Steffensen to come out of executive session at 8:10 
P.M.  All in favor—Carried.   

                Scott Mohror, Banner Associates, met with council to discuss working with the city to update the GIS of 
the utilities.  When the electric system was re-done; the current information is no longer accurate.  The council 
decided to have Scott set up a meeting with the guy from Banner that does this type of work and see what they can 
work out.  Scott also shared with the council that the last wastewater study for the city was done in 2002 and if there 
is talk of future developments; he feels that it would be a good idea to have another study completed, but also 
advised that they are more expensive than the water study.  The council discussed the condition of a portion of South 
3rd Street and they feel that is the next street project that needs to be addressed.  That area of the street was not 
installed according to the current specifications that is now required on the streets.  Scott advised that he would put 
together some numbers. 

Motion was made by Falconer, seconded by Lundquist to enter into executive session at 8:40 P.M. for a 
personnel matter and contracts.  All in favor—Carried. 

                Motion was made by Lundquist, seconded by Rowbotham to come out of executive session at 8:55 
P.M.  All in favor—Carried.  No further action was taken 

                Motion to adjourn was made by Johnson, seconded by Steffensen.  All in favor—Carried.
